(we are influenced by our team, friends, society)

Situations we define as real become real in their consequences (Thomas 1996:301)

We make choices but not always in conditions we can control (Marx and false conscience)

There can be unintended consequences from anything that we do (Giddens)

Work

We go to work for a variety of reasons - mainly these evolve around money, friendship, self esteem

At work some of us choose to become managers others do not.  

The choice about becoming a manager influences the way we behave at work

· the values we hold, 

· the norms we work to 

· the way we choose to follow the rules.

We think therefore we are – we have “agency” – we can influence events

We can act against the norms values and rules (we can then be labelled as deviant)

Identity

Labelling provides a view of us that may determine our future (master status)

Power can influence our access to information and in turn this influences how we act because we may be acting on partial or contrived information (rumours)

Reflexivity – the ability to consider what has happened in the past and then use this information to adjust your behaviour (Giddens 1990)

Actors – we can act out a part - we can create an image of ourselves for “others” (Goffman 1962)

The way we act can then become our identity (Hochschild 1983)
