Police officers and staff who circulated an email showing how a black man was decapitated after a police chase have been disciplined following a "robust" investigation. 

Hertfordshire police said yesterday that a five-month inquiry resulted in 100 employees being disciplined for distributing the message. Of these, eight police sergeants were formally reprimanded and seven civilian supervisors received final written warnings. Another 85 people were disciplined with either a formal warning or ………. 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B&EMM statement on firefighter John James 

The B&EMM National Committee have issued the following statement:

“We are pleased that our member John James has finally reached an agreement with the West Midlands police service. John has been fully vindicated in his campaign to redress the racist actions of a police constable/service during his wrongful arrest and imprisonment in June 2004. These actions also led to a period of hospitalisation for the injuries he sustained.

John has endured a traumatic and stressful time during this period and deserves a full inquiry into the actions of the West Midlands police service and the CPS that led to the charges against him and his subsequent acquittal.

John is a responsible member of the fire service in Gloucester and his treatment at the hands of another public service was disgraceful. The lack of support he received from Gloucester Fire and Rescue service was also regrettable and the reasons for that also need to be examined. We hope that John can now continue his life and career in a positive and productive manner.
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1. Fireman gets police payout
A firefighter from Oldbury has won £15,000 compensation after being assaulted and wrongfully imprisoned by West Midlands Police.

John James was in McDonald’s restaurant in Oldbury town centre with his six-year-old son and ex-partner when he was stopped by police.

He was then wrongly accused of dealing drugs before being arrested.

A friend of Mr James who was with him and the manager of the McDonald’s both verified to the police that he was not dealing drugs.

But these pleas were ignored and one of the police officers verbally threatened the 37-year-old before assaulting him, solicitors Irwin Mitchell said today.

Mr James, who works for Gloucestershire Fire Service, but lives in Oldbury, complained of excessive force and that he was not given his rights at the police station, which was upheld.
During the course of the investigation, the arresting officer resigned from the police service.
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Mr James said today: “The police officers were informed a black man was selling drugs from a blue car in the car park of the McDonald’s. I was in the queue waiting to be served with my son when I was approached by the policeman intent on arresting me.”

Mr James said he had his arm twisted behind his back and forced onto his knees. He was taken to Smethwick police station. Mr James denied any wrong doing and after several court appearances and almost a year later the matter was dropped.

Iftikhar Manzoor of Irwin Mitchell Solicitors, who represented Mr James in his case against West Midlands Police said: “This is clearly a case of an over reaction from police officers on someone they may well have worked alongside at some point.”

A spokesman for West Midlands Police was unavailable for comment.
