Brainwashing may sound like something from science fiction, but according to one of the world's leading experts on the technique, it is not only real, but poses a global threat in the hands of extremist terror groups.

'Brainwashing presents global threat'

In an exclusive interview with Sky News, Professor Ben Zablocki warned that radical Islamist movements are using the same techniques often used by other religious cults to control the minds of their followers.

Professor Zablocki, who is the Chair of Sociology Department at the Rutgers University in New Jersey, warned that the Government should be doing more to understand the tactics being used to push vulnerable individuals into carrying out acts of violence.

Prof Zablocki said: "Society doesn't really know what it is that they're dealing with, they don't really understand this force and the potency of the force. It's enormously effective in changing the individual and creating what is known as a deployable agent, who will do anything that he or she is told to do".

Sky News also spoke to Ashraf-Ul Hoque, a former radical who is painfully familiar with techniques used by extremist groups to exert control over the thought processes of their members. 

Hoque is now an academic, conducting detailed research into the causes of radicalisation amongst the young British Muslims. 

Prof Zablock is working with Govt

He said: "Brainwashing, or indoctrination, certainly occurs. For somebody to go and commit the ultimate crime against oneself, to go and blow oneself up, requires some serious conviction.

"If somebody comes along and says there's a reason why your life isn't so good, and this is the reason, and this is what you have to do about it. This is where the indoctrination comes into place. Then they use scripture and their charisma essentially to guide this individual."

Tom Sackville, former Home Office Minister and Chairman of The Family Survival Trust, was hosting Prof Zablocki's visit to the UK.

He said: "It is a matter of great regret that our UK authorities have for years followed the advice of local academics, some of them known to be involved with or even supported by cults, instead of common sense: they have pursued an irresponsibly laissez-faire policy based on the idea that brainwashing does not exist".

"Any rational observer can see that this is nonsense - how can young people be turned so absolutely against friends and families and throw way their lives for the benefit of obviously bogus religious leaders, or plot to blow up themselves and hundreds of innocent bystanders, unless their minds have been systematically interfered with?"

Despite his warnings to the Government, Prof Zablocki stressed that the threat of brainwashing should not be used as an argument to put draconian 'big brother' measures in place that could curb religious freedom.

But there are no easy answers when it comes to penetrating secretive groups, and combating the mind games they use to deadly effect.
